ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION
OF
ROTARY LEADERSHIP INSTITUTE - SUNSHINE DIVISION, INC.
(A Corporation Not for Profit)

We, the undersigned, hereby execute the following Articles of Incorporation for the
purpose of forming a Corporation under the laws of the State of Florida applicable to a
Corporation not for profit.

ARTICLE I - Name and Principal Office;: The name of this Corporation shall be the
ROTARY LEADERSHIP INSTITUTE - SUNSHINE DIVISION, INC., and its principal office
and mailing address is 9075 Seminole Blvd., Seminole, FL 33772,

ARTICLE 1I - Existence: This Corporation shall have perpetual existence, unless sconer
dissolved by law.

ARTICLE Il - Purpose:

(A) The specific purpose for which this Corporation is organized is to provide
education opportunities for Rotarians so as to better empower them to be more effective,
enthusiastic, creative, and dedicated leaders in their local Rotary Clubs which provide for worthy
community needs, assisting individuals in need of the basic necessities of life, advancing
education and literacy, eliminating prejudice and discrimination, and advocating peace among all
peoples.

(B) The general purpose for which this Corporation is organized is to possess all
rights, privileges and immunities, and enjoy all the benefits and powers granted to Corporations
not for profit under the laws of the State of Florida, and the United States of America.

(C)  Notwithstanding the foregoing, and to supercede the same where in conflict, the
general purposes for which the Corporation is organized are exclusively religious, charitable,
scientific, literary, and educational within the meaning of Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal
Revenue Code of 1986 or the corresponding provision of any future United States Internal
Revenue law.

ARTICLE IV - Non-Profit Status: The Corporation shall have no capital stock and shall
declare no dividends, and the profits, or other income, if any, of the Corporation, from whatever
source, shall be used solely in promoting the purposed thereof, and no portion thereof shall be
paid or transferred directly or indirectly by way of dividend, bonus or otherwise, in any manner
of profit to the Directors, Officers, or Members of this Corporation. However, nothing herein
shall prohibit the payment in good faith of reimbursement to any Director, Officer, or Member
for out of pocket expenses or reasonable compensation for services actually rendered on behalf
of the Corporation.
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
